The focus of prophecy is Jesus, not speculation.

Jesus said the last days will include: 

• deception

• wars and rumors of wars

• famines, pestilences, earthquakes

• persecution

• lawlessness

• gospel advance

The end is not yet, so do not panic.

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The Minor Prophets speak clearly about the last days: 

• Joel — Spirit outpouring, cosmic signs 

• Amos — famine of hearing God’s Word 

• Hosea — destruction for lack of knowledge 

• Micah — latter days kingdom hope 

• Zephaniah — Day of the Lord 

• Haggai — consider your ways 

• Zechariah — the coming King 

• Malachi — prepare for the Lord’s coming 

The deepest problem in the last days is the human heart.

People will love self, money, pleasure, and religion without power. 

Wrong responses to last days teaching: 

• ignore prophecy 

• over-spiritualize prophecy 

• panic over everything 

• set dates
